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A Year of Growth

In 2004, the city of
Tonganoxie wasn't the
only thing growing—here
at the Library, we grew
our collection, our
services, our hours, our
staff and our programs.
Staff spent considerable
time preparing the
collection for the
upcoming migration to
NExpress, including
weeding the entire
collection and cleaning up our current
bibliographic database. All of the care and
attention to the collection, along with an
infusion of 3,422 new materials, resulted in a
13.46% increase in circulation compared to
2003. In January, we expanded our hours to
include both Tuesday and Thursday
evenings and we launched an expanded
Web site in February. As part of the
Tonganoxie Days festivities, the Board
formally recognized the contributions of
Winifred Turner, librarian from 1969-1995,
with a dedication ceremony, plaque and
picture at the library. In November, we were
awarded a $5,000 LSTA grant to buy four
additional computers and were able to hire a
part-time circulation assistant. The staff and
volunteers worked exceptionally hard this
year and met the rapid growth of the
collection and circulation with enthusiasm.

The Financial Story

The Library again benefited from the city’s
impressive growth in 2004 and by extending
our hours at the beginning of the year, we
qualified for an additional $2,750 in
development grant funds from the Northeast
Kansas Library System. We dedicated 17%
of the budget to purchase materials and
48% for staff. We were again able to put
10% of our tax revenues into the Capital
Improvement Fund, a fund established to
help with increasing building maintenance

and computer costs, future building
expansion projects and new furniture.
